Background

The fundraising group was set up by the Ups Club Committee to raise funds to add to the support that the ICR and RMH provide to keep the sporting and social facility running for its members across both institutions. The aim is to raise funds to enable renovation of the Club.   The group is open to any volunteers from ICR and RMH who would like to be involved.

The fundraising target is £2,500 this year and the next, and has the additional aim of promoting Club facilities to all its members (all RMH/ICR staff & students).  The Ups Club has provided a loan to fit a decking area to provide outside space for the Ups Club which will be reimbursed with fundraising proceeds.  Money raised will also be used over the coming years to fund improvements to changing rooms, hall, and other Ups Club facilities.

Fundraising could be built around notable UK events coming up over the next year, including:

· Diamond Jubilee (2, 3, 4 and 5 June 2012)

· London 2012 Olympics (27 July-12 Aug 2012) & Paralympics (29 Aug-9 Sept 2012)

In addition, the 50 year anniversary of the RMH moving to Sutton, and the formation of the Ups Club, falls in February 2013.

Ideas for events were collected, and will be collated and Ups Club members will be surveyed to help decide which to prioritise.
